1 1.1-Eligibilty for

1. A person possessing the degree of 
Ayurvedacharya (Bachelor of Ayurveda 
Medicine and Surgery) from a recognised 
University or Board or medical institution 
specified in the Second Schedule to the Act and 
enrolled in Central or State register of Indian 
Systems of Medicine shall be eligible for 
admission in the post-graduate degree course. 

 
2. The Selection of students shall be made 
on merit as decided by the competent authority 
approved by the Government of 
India/Government of Kerala/Kerala University 
of Health Sciences and as per guidelines of 
Apex Council of Ayurveda from time to time 

 
3. A Post Graduate Diploma Holder shall 
be eligible to join Post Graduate i.e. MD (Ay.)/ 
MS (Ay.) Ayurveda Courses in the concerned 
specialty and the duration of MD(Ay.)/MS 
(Ay.) Ayurveda Course for such 
candidates shall be two years only.
